J ANSWERS & EXPLANATIONS

1. D - a expressao “call on” significa, literalmente, “chamar em (cima de)”
2. A - 3 expressao “l am used to” sO pode ser seguida de gerundio.

3. A - o inicio da frase, “teachers often”, na terceira pessoa do plural, elimina a alternativa B,
conjugada para terceira pessoa do singular. Para usar “going to” (alternativa C), precisariamos
do verbo “be”, que nao temos. A Ultima alternativa também esta fora porque o verbo “be” (aqui
conjugado “are”) teria de vir antes do advérbio de frequéncia, e ndo depois.

4. D - 3 alternativa A, no presente simples, indicaria alguma rotina presente, que sabemos nao
ser 0 caso aqui pelo contexto da frase, “to retrieve the stolen data tape”. A B também esta an-
ulada porgue indica uma rotina no passado, que também nao é o caso. A C, “have calling on”,
esta gramaticalmente incorreta.

5. A - oinicio da questao, “by the end of class...”, aponta que algo vai ter sido feito até o término
da aula. Para expressar isso, usamos o Future Perfect (will + have + present perfect).

6. C - aqui temos um 1st conditional, com a clausula “if” no presente simples. Sendo assim, a
segunda parte da frase vai estar no futuro, com o modal verb “will”.

7. C - com o inicio da questdo temos um contexto: uma pessoa estd acordando a outra (“wake
up, Dana” = “Acorda, Dana!”), porque a professora a estda chamando. Para expressar esse con-

texto, usamos o present continuous.

8. C - “a few minutes ago” nos da o tempo verbal que procuramos, o simple past. A, B, e D estao
em formas do presente.

9. A - “Mr. Harris was about___Billy” assinala que aqui estamos usando a expressao “about to”,
que significa “prestes a”. Assim, a Unica resposta correta € a A - “to call on”.

10. C - no enunciado da questao temos o verbo “is” antes da lacuna, eliminando as alternativas
A e B. Para usar “is used to”, na alternativa D, o verbo seguinte teria de estar no gerundio. Assim,
somente a C, com “going to call on”, expressando futuro, cabe.

11. D - apos um modal verb como “should”, ndo podemos usar verbos conjugados no passado,
no gerundio, ou No passado participio. Assim, s6 a D cabe.

12. A - 3 expressao “carry out” tem o significado de “cumprir”, como “cumprir ordens”.
13. A - “IT" representa “Information technology”.

14. B - a expressao “teacher’s pet” (lit. “bicho de estimacao da professora”) é equivalente a ex-
pressao “puxa-saco da professora”.

15. D - para dizer “parar de fazer algo” usamos stop + gerundio. Para expressar que paramos
para fazer outra coisa, usamos o “to”.

16. D - a palavra “Army” significa “exército”.

17. A - o phrasal verb “pick on” tem o sentido de “fazer bullying” com alguéem.

18. C - “mayor” é a palavra para “prefeito” de uma cidade.

19. A - com as palavras “has already___", sabemos que a frase esta no Present Perfect. Sendo

assim, precisamos de um verbo no participio do passado (past participle). “Left” é a forma do
past participle e do simple past do verbo “leave”.
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
